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Institutions and organisations that may offer financial support or

undergraduate sponsorship

The following institutions and organisations may offer some financial support to

undergraduate students in the way of studentships, scholarships, awards, bursaries or

grants. Some are dependent on the student fulfilling certain criteria, such as undertaking

research work during holidays or continuing in the profession.

The Biochemical Society offers Summer Vacation Studentships of £200 per week for 6-8 weeks and up to £1,600 in total.

The British Computer Society Career Development Support Scheme provides support for new researchers/academics in computing and allied subjects, and BCS Young Professional Members to attend events which assist in their general career development. [Please note applications to this scheme are currently not being accepted but keep an eye on the website for more information].

The British Pharmacological Society offers various studentships and awards. 

The Energy Institute offers a series of awards for students completing energy courses.

They also provide a list of academic establishments that have courses accredited by the

Energy Institute and may provide their own scholarships and financial assistance to

prospective students.

The National Health Service offers bursaries to students on pre-registration health

professional training courses.

The Institution of Civil Engineers provides a list of the links to scholarships and grants

available for civil engineering students. They also offer ICE QUEST

scholarships.

The Institute of Corrosion offers awards for students. 

The Institution of Engineering and Technology offers a number of undergraduate and

postgraduate IT and engineering scholarships, and a range of travel awards.

The Mineralogical Society offers a range of funding and awards. 

The Physiological Society awards undergraduate prizes and grants to support the careers of physiologists in the UK and abroad. 

The Royal Academy of Engineering offers an Engineering leadership award scheme for undergraduates.
The Royal Aeronautical Society provides details of different types of awards and funding, including travel grants, bursaries and scholarships.
The Royal Astronomical Society offers grants for studies in astronomy and geophysics.

The Royal Geographical Society provides several grants to support university students in geographical research and scientific expeditions.
